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Ordinance No. V (12A)

Ordinance Relating to Bachelor of Physiotherapy (BPT) Course

Chapter – 1

General

1-
This ordinance may be called the “Ordinance Relating to Bachelor of Physiotherapy (BPT) Course”. 

2-
The ordinance shall come into force with immediate effect.

Chapter – 2

Eligibility for Admission

3-
The minimum educational qualification for admission in the B.P.T. course is Intermediate (10+2) of U.P. Board or an equivalent from a recognized board/university with Chemistry, Biology, Physics and English as subjects.

4-
The minimum age for admission to the BPT course is 17 years as on the 31st 
December of the year in which admission is sought.

5-
Eligible applicants may be required to appear at an Entrance Examination conducted 
by or on behalf of the University.

Chapter – 3

Teaching Course
6-
The duration of the BPT course shall be four and a half years, inclusive of six months of Compulsory Rotatory Internship.

7-
The academic calendar shall be as follows:

(i) A student will have to undergo Internship for a period of six months (950 hours) under the supervision of a senior Physiotherapist in a recognized Physiotherapy Department. The period should also include placement in a rural set up/C.B.R.

(ii) There will be an Internal Assessment of the clinical performance of the student during the period of Internship.

The students are expected to attend all the classes including lectures, tutorials, practicals and should not have less than 75% attendance.

A student shall be entitled to get marks as a part of Internal Assessment for attending theory and practical classes of a subject/paper of study regularly in a year as per the following norms:-

Chapter – 5
Examination

13-
The examination in theory and practical papers in each year shall be conducted in four parts:-


(a)
Snap Test after 3 months carrying 5 marks.


(b)
Half Yearly Test after 6 months carrying 10 marks.

Second snap Test after 9 months carrying 5 marks.


(d)
Annual Examination carrying marks as given in clause 9 above.

	14.
	Annual examinations shall be held at the end of each of the four academic years.  In addition, supplementary examinations shall be held within three months of the declaration of the result of each annual examination.



	15.
	A maximum of 5 (vide 12 supra) shall be awarded as part of internal assessment for attending classes regularly.


	16.
	The marks obtained in a subject shall consist of marks awarded in the internal assessment and the annual examinations in the theory paper and practicals.


	17.
	The examination work including paper setting, invigilation, valuation, tabulation and preparation of the result shall be a part of the duty of a teacher/employee of the University as and when assigned. 


	18.
	Copying by an examinee in any manner whatsoever shall be called cheating and shall be referred to the committee for unfair means, which may disqualify the examinee from the whole examination.


	19.
	Misbehaviour by a student with any examination staff would fetch penalty of cancellation of the candidature and he/she will be debarred from the next two semester examinations. A fine, which may extend to Rs. 5,000/- may also be imposed at the discretion of the Examination Committee.


Chapter – 6
 Valuation

	20.
	The work of setting the examination papers and evaluation of scripts shall be assigned to the course teacher as well as to outsiders in the ratio of 40:60 for internal and external examiners respectively, subject to moderation in accordance with the guidelines/rules of the University.


Chapter – 7
 Results

	21.
	Examination results shall be prepared at the end of each academic year by aggregating the marks obtained in each theory and practical paper.



	22.

Note:
	A candidate is declared passed in an examination in subject, if he/she secures 50% of marks in theory and 50% in practical separately. For passing in theory, a candidate has to secure a minimum of 40% marks in the University conducted written examination, and 50% aggregate i.e. marks scored in the university conducted written examination and internal assessment (theory) added together and for passing in practical, candidate has to secure a minimum of 40% of marks in university conducted practical exam and 50% in aggregate, i.e. marks scored in university conducted practical examination and internal assessment (practical) added together. 

For 1st year in English (qualifying) subject the minimum pass percentage shall be 33%.

	A student who has not passed/cleared all the subject/paper shall be eligible to appear in supplementary examination.



	(ii)
	A student who has failed only in theory or practical shall have to appear in both theory & practical of the concern subject in the supplementary examination. 



	(iii)
	A student has to pass all 1st year subjects (theory & practical) before appearing for IInd year annual examination. 



	(iv)
	A student has to pass all IInd year subjects (theory & practical) before appearing for IIIrd year annual examination. 



	(v)
	A student has to pass all IIIrd year subjects (theory & practical) before appearing for IVth year annual examination. 



	(vi)
	A student has to pass all IVth year subjects (theory & practical) before joining internship. 



	(vii)
	A student seeking entry to the Internship period shall have to satisfy the following conditions:-



	
	a. He/she must have passed first year, second year and third year and fourth year examination in all subjects (theory and practical).

b. During the Internship period, a student shall have to undergo a full time (950 hours) supervised Physiotherapy clinical practice for not less than six months in recognized Institutions/Hospital/Centre. During the internship, the student will be evaluated on the basis of his/her clinical performance.

c. A student will be required to obtain minimum 50% marks in internship assessment to be declared successful.




24.
Award of Degree: 

i. For award of the Degree and categorization of results, the total marks obtained in first, second, third and fourth year examinations and internship period assessment will be considered for calculation of percentages of marks.

ii. A student will be awarded a B.P.T. degree only on successful completion of the course including six months of Internship.

Classification of Results: The students who qualify for the award of the Degree in Bachelor of Physiotherapy will be put in the following categories:
