ORDINANCE RELATING TO MASTER OF ARTS (MA) COURSE

Chapter-1
General
	1.
	This ordinance may be called the “Ordinance Relating to Master of Arts (MA) Course “



	2.
	It shall come into force with immediate effect.


Chapter-2

Eligibility for Admission

	3.
	For admission in MA course, an applicant should be a graduate from a recognized university/institution. 


	4.
	Presently, MA course is available in the following subjects:-

(i) Hindi Literature

(ii) English Literature

(iii) History

(iv) Political Science

(v) Public Administration

(vi) Economics

(vii) Sociology

(viii) Social Work

(ix) Mathematics



	5.
	A student admitted in the M.A course shall have the option to select one of the subjects mentioned in 4 above for study. It is, however, desirable that the student selects a subject, which he has studied at the undergraduate level.


Chapter-3

Teaching course

	6.
	The MA course will be of two year duration, spread over four semesters.


	7.
	The academic calendar shall be as follows :

1st and 3rd semesters: Session – 1st July to 30th Nov.

                                          Exam     –1st to 15th Dec.

2nd and 4th semesters: Session – 1st Jan. to 31st May.

                                          Exam     – 1st to 15th June

	8.
	There will be five question papers in each semester carrying 100 marks each. In the fourth semester, a student may be required to write and submit a dissertation on a topic to be approved by the Head of the Department. The dissertation, wherever required, shall be treated as one of the papers in the fourth semester and shall carry maximum of 100 marks, out of which 40 marks shall be earmarked for the viva-voce test thereon. 


Chapter-4

Attendance

	9.
	The students are expected to attend all the classes and should not have less than 75 % attendance in theory as well as in practical classes, wherever held.



	10.
	A student shall be entitled to get marks for attending classes of a subject/paper of study regularly in a semester as per the following norms :

95 per cent or more attendance                                          – 5 marks

90 per cent or more but less than 95 per cent attendance – 4 marks

85 per cent or more but less than 90 per cent attendance – 3 marks

80 per cent or more but less than 85 per cent attendance – 2 marks

75 per cent or more but less than 80 per cent attendance – 1 mark


Chapter-5

Examination

	11.
	The examination in each semester (excluding dissertation, wherever required) shall be conducted in four parts :

(a) First Snap Test after one month carrying 10 marks

(b) Mid Term Test after three months carrying 15 marks

(c) Second Snap Test after four months carrying 10 marks

(d) End-of-the-Semester Examination carrying 60 marks



	12.
	A maximum of 5 marks (vide 10 supra) shall be awarded for attending classes regularly.



	13.
	The marks obtained in the four parts of the examination (vide 8 and 11 supra) together with the marks awarded for regularity shall be aggregated for the purpose of determining the total marks obtained by a student in a particular paper/subject of study.



	14.
	Each paper of study shall carry 100 marks as per the break-up given in 8, 10 and 11 above.



	15.
	The examination work including paper setting, invigilation, valuation, tabulation and preparation of the result shall be a part of the duty of a teacher/employee of the university as and when assigned. 



	16.
	Copying by an examinee in any manner whatsoever shall be called cheating and shall disqualify the examinee from the whole examination.



Chapter-6

Valuation

	17.
	The work of setting the examination papers and evaluation of scripts shall be assigned to the course teachers as well as to outsiders, ordinarily in the ratio of 40:60 for internal and external valuation respectively, subject to moderation in accordance with the guidelines/rules of the University.



Chapter-7

Results

	18.
	The examination result of the first year comprising the first and the second semesters shall be finalized at the end of the year by aggregating the marks obtained in all the papers of the two semesters.



	19.
	A student securing at least 40 per cent marks in aggregate in the first and the second semesters taken together shall be declared to have ‘passed’ the first year examination and shall be promoted to the second year.



	20.
	A student not securing at least 40 per cent marks in aggregate in the first and the second semesters taken together shall be declared to have ‘failed’ in the first year examination and shall have to take readmission for repeating the first year of study, provided that



	
	A student falling short of 40 percent marks by not more than 5 marks may be promoted to the second year by allowing grace marks, which, however, will not be added in the aggregate of marks secured in the first year.



	21.
	The examination result at the end of the course i.e. after the fourth semester shall be finalized for all the students promoted to the second year by aggregating the marks obtained in all the papers of the four semesters.  The final result shall be in the form of grades and divisions, as given below, on the basis of aggregate marks obtained by the student in the four semesters:-

	22.
	A student has to secure at least ‘D’ grade in the final result at the end of the course for being declared as ‘passed’ in the final examination.



	23.
	In the case of students, who have been declared as ‘passed’ in the final result, the total marks obtained in all the four semesters taken together shall be aggregated to determine the final grade and division of the student in terms of clause 21 above.  The degree awarded to the student shall show the grade as well as the division along with an extract of clause 21 as an explanation.


	24.
	A student getting ‘E’ grade in the final result shall be declared as ‘failed’.  Such student will have to take readmission for repeating the second year of study, provided that



	
	A student falling short of grade ‘D’ by not more than 5 marks may be declared to have passed the final examination with grade ‘D’ by allowing grace marks, which, however, will not be added in the aggregate of marks for the purpose of determining the percentage of marks obtained at the end of the course.



	25.
	The entire MA Course has to be completed within a maximum of five years from the date of original admission in the course.
