Paper IX A: Library Internship: The HOD shall arrange placement of all students in the library of interest for one month. On completion the student shall be required to produce a satisfactory report from the librarian concern.
          
Paper IX B: Student shall have to participate in Library Tour/Visit at a suitable place/places so as to expose them to the functioning of different types of libraries and study its organization management and building etc. Each student shall prepare and submit report of such visit to libraries. Each student shall bear his/her own tour expenses. However the tour expenses of the accompanying teaching staff shall be borne by the university.

Chapter-4

Attendance

7. The students are expected to attend all the classes and should not have less than 75 % attendance in theory as well as in practical classes, wherever held, to be eligible to appear for the university examination in first attempt.

Chapter-5
Examination
8. The examination in each semester shall be conducted in four parts:

(a) First Snap Test carrying 10 Marks

(b) Second Snap Test carrying 10 Marks

(c) Internal assessment carrying 10 marks (Overall performance within semester) which shall awarded by a committee of three members:- Principal-SCHE, HOD, Principal’s nominee from the concern department.
(d) University Examination carrying 70 Marks.

The marks obtained in the above referred internal assessment shall be counted for the purpose of result of each semester.

10.          The result shall be prepared on the basis of marks obtained by the student in both the semesters.

11.       
Each student shall have to undergo an internship programme at a Library selected by the Head of the Department for a period of one month, immediately after the second semester examination. Successful completion of the programme is must for getting the degree.

Chapter-6

There shall be at least 50 % external paper setters and 50 % external examiners for evaluation of answer books.

Examination results shall be prepared at the end of the academic year by taking into account the marks obtained in both the semesters.

   (a)
A candidate shall be declared as passed at the end of the academic year if he/she secures minimum 50% marks in each paper.

 (b) 
If a student fails to secure 50% marks in not more than three papers of the academic year, he will be promoted provisionally to the next semester and will have to appear & obtain pass marks in such papers along with the subsequent regular examinations for the relevant semester.

(c)
If a student fails to secure 50% marks in more than three papers of the academic year, will have to appear & obtain pass marks in such papers along with the subsequent regular examinations for the relevant semester

If a student fails in only one subject in an academic year by not more than 5 marks, he/she will be declared pass with grace (PWG) which, however, will not be added to the aggregate.

The final grading and division of the students shall be determined as in clause ‘16’ above on the basis of the total marks obtained in the examinations after substituting the marks obtained in carryover papers. The degree awarded to the successful students shall indicate the grading as well as the division along with an extract of clause ‘15’ and ‘16’ as an explanation.

The entire M.LIS. Degree Course has to be completed within a maximum of three years from the date of original admission in the course.
